Hours of 
work are between 7am and 7pm.  

Pedestrian access and detours: pedestrian access will be maintained at all times via the northern pedestrian 
crossing between Marsh Avenue and Beadnall Terrace (refer to map). Please observe signage and directions 
from traffic controllers.
