Location: Broadmeadows Railway Station, northern pedestrian crossing (refer to map).

Pedestrian access and detours: Pedestrian access will be maintained at all times via a temporary access path
to the southern pedestrian crossing at Broadmeadows Railway Station. Please observe signage and directions

from traffic controllers.
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What you can expect: Some noise, dust and vibrations may be experienced from construction machinery.
Every effort will be made to minimise disruption to residents and pedestrians during these works.
